“Change of Borders and Transformation of Scenery: "Judaization" Process of Jerusalem”

Jerusalem is considered to be the Holy Place for Judaism, Christianity, and Islam.
Despite the fact that numerous people, across borders, have physical or mental
commitment to Jerusalem, it must be remarked that currently the situation in the city
is far from the idea of co-existence. This is because of the de-fact annexation policy of the
State of Israel, more specifically, the policy of Jerusalem municipality. Since the “Six
Days War” in 1967, the borders of Jerusalem have been changed constantly, which has
accompanied the transformation of scenery. In this presentation | would like to
formulate this process as “Judaization” process and to argue how it is taking shape in
the present moment.

My supposition is that there are four points that sustain the current “Judaization”

process; (1)Israeli de-fact annexation policy since 1967, (2)keeping demographic ratio of



the Jewish and the Palestinian population, (3)Jerusalem’s city planning focusing on the
Jewish cultural and historical connection to the city, and (4)Expanding the area by
modifying the boundary through the “separation wall” construction.

In this presentation, | would like approach these four points explaining what sort
of Israeli legal procedure have been employed to this “Judaization” process, as well as

showing pictures from Jerusalem since this one and half year.
