1) Application Card (prescribed Card A)* with an official seal from a bank certifying the completion of
your payment of the application fee.
*Those who apply and make the payment outside of Japan do not need to submit this Application Card.
*The application fee will be exempted for those who are expected to completed their Master’s degree
program or Professional degree program at Graduate Schools of Ritsumeikan University in Septermber
2012 and will continue their study to the Doctoral program.

3) RESEARCH PROPOSAL (Form IR 7 (for Japanese) /Form IR 8 (for English))

4) Measter's Thesis (or Research Accomplishment equivalent to a Master’s Thesis)
*If your master’s thesis or research accomplishment is written in other languages, a Japanese or
English translation is necessary.
*Submitted thesis will not be retumed.
*If youwill notbe able to submit your master's thesis (or research accomplishment) by the application
due (Friday, June 1, 2012), you must submit a Request for Delayed Submission of Master's Thesis
(Form IR 12) at the time of application along with other required documents.

5) A Certificate of expected completion and Certified Academic Transcript from the institution last
attended.

6) Certificate of Nationality and Birth (e.g. a photocopy of certificate of residence or passport)

Important Points for Application
1) The name and date of birth written in the application forms should be the same as those on your certificate
of residence or passport
2) Required documents should be sent to the following mailing address by registered mail.
3) Application fee (¥35,000)

If you would like to make your payment in Japan, you must first e-mail the Office of Graduate Studies at
graduate-studies@ st.ritsumei.ac.jp to ask for an Application Card with Transfer Request Form attached.

In your e-mail, please include your name, delivery address in Japan and your e-mail address.

Payment should be made through a bank transfer at a commercial or cooperative bank that offers a transfer
service. (Remittance through post offices or ATMs is unacceptable) When doing so, please make sure to get
bank seals on specified places on Card A, C and D and send us the Card A and B in one piece (Do not cut them
off) along with other required documents.

Please note that Japanese banks close at 3:00 pm daily.

<Payments made outside of Japarn>

Those who would like to make their payment outside of Japan do not need to submit Application Card. Instead,
please enclose a copy of a document certifying the completion of your payment. Payment should be made
through an intemational bank transfer at a bank that offers an intemational transfer service (Remittance through
ATMs or by personal check is unacceptable). The remittance amount is ¥37,500 (including ¥2,500 transfer
charge). All bank fees are to be bome by the applicant.

Please note that the above fee is nonrefundable regardless of the circumstances.
