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The goal of the Research Center for Intercultural Phenomenology is to conduct in-depth investigations into the
relationship between foreign cultures and one’s own culture. Our own cultures are familiar to us, yet they include
“foreign” elements that have already become familiarized. Encountering a foreign culture is a chance to gain
knowledge about one’s own culture. However, in recent years, such encounters have become so frequent that
familiar things and unfamiliar things often meet in discord. At this center, we use phenomenological research
methods to focus on the “interspace” between foreign cultures and one’s own culture, in order to open a path of
knowledge towards their “relationship”.
