About SDGs 
“Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)” are the successors to the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) drafted in 2001. They are international goals from 2016 to 2030 as stated in the “2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development” adopted at the United Nations Summit in September, 2015. They consist of 17 goals and 169 targets to realize a sustainable world, and pledge to leave no one behind. SDGs are a universal commitment, pursued not only by developing countries but also developed countries. Japan is also actively involved.
In advanced countries including Western countries, private enterprises and government agencies are actively seeking SDGs as ones of indicators of business development. Although the recognition of SDGs is still low in Japan, Shiga Prefecture announced its participation in SDGs for the first time among the Japanese prefectures in January 2017. Ritsumeikan university also declared the need for goal transformation from "ECO (environmental conservation)" to "sustainability (sustainability)" in the Ritsumeikan Global Environment Committee Symposium held in November 2016.
