1. Details of the contest
The theme of the competition is "Publications encouraging energy-saving behaviors and how they would be used".

We look forward to receiving many publication designs (posters, stickers, signs, etc.) that encourage people to take

eco-friendly actions such as energy-saving, water-saving, and separating waste, as well as ideas regarding when,

where, who. and how to use these publications (posting on campus, holding events for distributing publications,

etc.).

2. Application Qualification
All students in the Ritsumeikan Trust

* Group applications are accepted. Multiple entries by an applicant or group are permitted (only one idea per
applicant/group can receive an award). Those who applied in the past can apply regardless of award history.

5. Screening Process and Criteria
(1) Screening Process
(D Document screening (1st round of screening)
Committee administration members will conduct screening of submitted applications. We may contact you to
ask about your application content by telephone or email when necessary.
We will send the document screening result to the email address written on your application form by Friday,

October 19.

(@ Presentation screening (Final screening)
Applicants who passed the document screening will be asked to record a presentation about their ideas and submit
it for review by the Committee. Additional details will be provided when document screening results are

announced.

(2) Screening Criteria
Ideas will be comprehensively screened, focusing on the following points.
* Purpose of the idea is clear and the content is in line with the theme of the competition.
* Idea content is concrete with a real possibility for sustainable implementation.
* Great appeal to members of Ritsumeikan (students, faculty and staff).
* Idea is unique.
* Not contrary to public order or morality.

* Does not infringe on third party rights.

Award

* The winner of the first prize will give a presentation about one's own idea at the "10th Ritsumeikan Global
Environment Committee Symposium" which will be held around late November to early December.

* The most outstanding idea will receive an award and be considered for actual implementation in AY 2019 or later.
The Committee may decide that some alteration of the idea/product is necessary in order to make it feasible for

realization and implementation.

* Materials, products and data submitted for this contest will not be returned.
* Products that have aspects that violate third party rights will not be accepted.
* Private information will be only used for screening, screening result notification and sending other information

related to this contest.

* Although both applications in Japanese or English are accepted, you must ensure that your idea in presented in
an understandable manner by taking steps such as including both Japanese and English descriptions.

* "Paper-less by students" (1st year student of the College of Social Sciences, RU)
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The first prize was an idea about how to reduce, reuse, and recycle paper.



IThe 3rd Contest (AY 2016)| Theme: Reducing waste

* "My-bottle +R to promote reducing plastic bottles" < First prize>

* "Tray less dining with one plate" (3rd year student of APU)
* "Smart-workshop" (2nd year student of the College of International Management, APU)

This was the first prize idea about reducing waste by using “my-bottles” (personal reusable bottles).

We distributed 200 original “my-bottles” to students at BKC since July 17, 2017 as the first step towards realization.
