(2) The applicant paid the application fee, sent the application documents by the deadline, but the
application was rejected by the university. Those who did not pass the entrance examination do not apply
to this condition.

(3) The entrance examination was rescheduled on a day different from the scheduled examination date
(including the “make up day”) that is specified in the application guidelines due to unavoidable
circumstances. After being informed of the rescheduled examination date, the applicant notified the
university that he/she would not be able to take the entrance examination on the alternative date by the
day before the examination.

(4) The applicant overpaid the application fee (including duplicate payments) or paid the application fee,
even though it was waived.

(5) The applicant was infected with one of the infectious diseases specified by the “School Health and
Safety Act” to suspend students from attending schools, if infected (Influenza, Measles etc.) and the
applicant was not allowed to take the entrance examination by the university.

- Even if your case applies to either of (1) — (5) described above, when the application fee you paid is less

than ¥5,000 and when the refund involves the overseas bank transfer, the application fee cannot be refunded.

The written notice of the entrance examination results and the admission procedure documents are sent to

the address in the application form. If your address changes after you submitted the documents for

application, send your name, the graduate school, major, the course you have chosen, your Application

Number, and the new address to the administrative office of the graduate school by email.

Special assistance during examination and/or class work after admission

If you require special assistance during examination and/or class work after admission due to physical

disability, contact the administrative office of the graduate school that you have chosen at the latest two

weeks prior to the beginning of the application period.

Taking a leave of absence immediately after entering the graduate school

Taking a leave of absence immediately after entering the graduate school (within the same semester you

entered the graduate school) is not permitted as a general rule.

However, if you have no choice but to take a leave of absence for unavoidable circumstances such as an

acute medical condition, special consideration may be granted by the university. About taking a leave of

absence, consult with the graduate school you have applied to.

Obtaining a Visa for entrance examination

Depending on nationality, a visa may be required to enter Japan for an entrance examination. Those who

need to get a visa must submit required documents such as a copy of the Examination Sheet to a Japanese

embassy, consulate or permanent mission and must obtain a short-term stay visa for taking the entrance
examination in Japan. As for detailed information on required documents, ask the administrative office of

the graduate school you want to enter.
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IV. Individual Preliminary Screening

Persons who have been granted the qualification as a result of preliminary screening conducted individually by
Ritsumeikan University’s graduate school, may apply for admission to the graduate school even without a
bachelor’s or master’s degree, if recognized as having an academic ability equal to or higher than university
graduates.

The individual preliminary screening is held prior to the application period. If you wish to apply for the

individual preliminary screening, contact the administrative office of the graduate school that you have chosen
for instruction and complete the necessary procedures by the designated deadline. If you have any questions
regarding your qualification for application, inquire at the administrative office of the graduate school that you
have chosen prior to the deadline to request a screening. (Refer to page 97 for the list of administrative offices.)

It should be noted that the purpose of the individual preliminary screening is to determine whether you are
qualified for applying for admission or not, and it is being distinguished from an entrance examination — even
if you pass the individual preliminary screening, you still have to take an entrance examination to be admitted to

the graduate school.

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V. Qualification for Admission to Graduate Schools

1. Qualification for admission to Ritsumeikan University’s Master’s Programs, Integrated Doctoral
Programs, and Professional Degree Programs
Qualification for admission to Ritsumeikan University’s graduate schools conforms to the provision of
Article 102 of the School Education Act, which stipulates that “persons who have graduated from any of the
universities listed in Article 83 or who have been recognized as having an academic ability equal to or
higher than graduates of the said universities pursuant to the criteria specified by the Minister of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology” are qualified to be admitted to graduate schools. At Ritsumeikan
University, the qualification for applying for admission to graduate schools is granted to persons who meet
any of the following conditions (or persons who are expected to meet any of the conditions before being
enrolled in the graduate schools), as specified for respective graduate schools and entrance screening
methods in the Graduate School Application Guidelines. (These conditions do not apply to applicants under
the grade-skipping system.) However, persons who fall under categories (11) and (12) should be subject to
the individual preliminary screening in order to be qualified to apply for admission (refer to page 67).

(1) Persons who have graduated from a university*

* “University” refers to one of the universities listed in Article 83 of the School Education Act (formal

undergraduate programs offered by universities in Japan)

(2) Persons who have been awarded a bachelor’s degree by the National Institution for Academic Degrees
and Quality Enhancement of Higher Education

(3) Persons who have completed a 16-year program at an overseas school

(4) Persons who have completed a 3-year program or a program of more than 3 years (5 years for programs
pursuing a medical degree, a dentistry degree, a pharmacy degree, or a veterinary degree) (*2) and have
been awarded a degree by an overseas university or school (*1) which is recognized as being equivalent
to a bachelor’s degree or who are expected to complete such a program before being enrolled at the
graduate school (the 2016 ordinance of the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology, No. 19).

*1 The university or the school shall be evaluated by an organization approved by a relevant official
institution in the country for their education and research activities or recognized as so by the
Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.

*2 The program shall include a correspondence course which enables students to study in Japan by a
university or school which is approved by the educational system of the country and satisfy the above
requirements.

(5) Persons who have completed a 16-year program of an overseas school by taking its correspondence
course in Japan

(6) Persons who have completed the program of an overseas school in Japan that is recognized as being
equivalent to an overseas university by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology

(7) Persons who have completed a specialized program at a special training school designated by the
Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology after the date designated by said minister

(8) Persons who have completed the program at a university under the prewar educational system (the 1953
Notification of the Ministry of Education, Science, Sports and Culture, No.5-1 to 4, and the 1955
Notification of the Ministry of Education, Science, Sports and Culture, No.39-1)

(9) Persons who have completed a program at any of the educational institutions affiliated with
governmental ministries and agencies, such as the National Defense Academy in Japan, the Japan Coast
Guard Academy, and the Meteorological College (the 1953 Notification of the Ministry of Education,
Science, Sports and Culture, No.5-5 to 9, and the 1955 Notification of the Ministry of Education,
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Science, Sports and Culture, No.39-2)

(10) Persons who hold a specialized or first-category teaching license for elementary schools, junior high
schools, high schools, kindergartens, or schools for disabled children under the Educational Personnel
Certification Law and who have reached 22 years of age, or who have other teaching licenses and are
designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (the 1953 Notification
of the Ministry of Education, Science, Sports and Culture, No. 5-10 to 12)

(11) Persons who have been admitted to a graduate school under the grade-skipping system and who are
recognized as having enough academic ability to study at Ritsumeikan University’s graduate schools

(12) Persons who have been recognized as having an academic ability equal to or higher than university
graduates by Ritsumeikan University’s graduate schools as a result of the individual preliminary

screening and who have reached 22 years of age

2. Qualification for admission to Ritsumeikan University’s graduate schools under the Accelerated
Learners (Grade Skippers) examination system
The qualification for admission to the graduate schools of Ritsumeikan University under its grade-skipping
system conforms to the provision of Article 102-2 of the School Education Act, which stipulates that
“persons who have been enrolled in any of the universities listed in Article 83 for a number of years equal to
or longer than the period specified by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology
(persons who have been designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology
shall be considered to fall under this category) and who have been recognized as having earned the credits
with excellent grades at such university to which the relevant graduate school is attached” are qualified to be
admitted to the graduate school. Conditions to be met by applicants are specified for respective graduate

schools in the Graduate School Application Guidelines.

3. Qualification for admission to the first year of Doctoral Programs and the third year of Integrated
Doctoral Programs
The qualification for admission to Doctoral Programs at Ritsumeikan University conforms to the conditional
clause of Article 102 of the School Education Act, which stipulates that “persons who have been awarded a
master’s degree or another degree as specified in Article 104-1 by the Minister of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology or who have been recognized as having an academic ability equal to or
higher than holders of these degrees pursuant to the criteria specified by the Minister of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology” are qualified to be admitted to Doctoral Programs. The qualification for
applying for admission to the respective graduate schools is granted to persons who meet any of the
following conditions (or who are expected to meet any of the conditions before being enrolled in the
graduate schools), as specified for respective graduate schools in the Graduate School Application
Guidelines. However, persons who fall under categories (6) and (7) should be subject to the individual
preliminary screening in order to be qualified to apply for admission (refer to page 67).
(1) Persons who have been awarded a master’s degree or professional degree
(2) Persons who have been awarded a degree equivalent to a master’s degree or professional degree abroad
(3) Persons who have been awarded a degree equivalent to a master’s degree or professional degree by
completing a correspondence course offered by an overseas school in Japan
(4) Persons who have been awarded a degree equivalent to a master’s degree or professional degree by
completing the program of an overseas school in Japan that is designated by the Minister of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science, and Technology as corresponding to an overseas graduate school
(5) Persons who have been awarded a degree equivalent to a master’s degree by completing a program at

United Nations University
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(6) Persons who have been engaged in research activities at a university or research institute for at least two
years after graduating from a university or its equivalent and who have been recognized by Ritsumeikan
University’s graduate schools as having an academic ability equal to or higher than holders of a master’s
degree (the 1989 Notification of the Ministry of Education, Science, Sports and Culture No.118)

(7) Persons who have been recognized by Ritsumeikan University’s graduate schools as having an academic
ability equal to or higher than holders of a master’s degree or professional degree as a result of the

individual preliminary screening and who have reached 24 years of age

4. Qualifications for admission to Four-year Doctoral Program

The qualification for admission to Four-year Doctoral Program at Ritsumeikan University conforms to the
conditional clause of Article 102 of the School Education Act, which stipulates that “persons who have been
awarded a master’s degree or another degree as specified in Article 104-1 by the Minister of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology or who have been recognized as having an academic ability equal
to or higher than holders of these degrees pursuant to the criteria specified by the Minister of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology” are qualified to be admitted to Doctoral Programs. The
qualification for applying for admission to the respective graduate schools is granted to persons who meet
any of the following conditions (or who are expected to meet any of the conditions before being enrolled in
the graduate schools), as specified for respective graduate schools in the Graduate School Application
Guidelines. However, persons who fall under categories (7), (8) and (9) should be subject to the individual
preliminary screening in order to be qualified to apply for admission (refer to page 67).

(1) Persons who have graduated from university* (a 6-year bachelor’s program)

*university as defined in Article 83 of the School Education Law (a bachelor’s degree course at a

Japanese university)

(2) Persons who have received a master’s degree from a graduate school of pharmaceutical sciences

(3) Persons who have completed 18 years of program education abroad (with a degree in pharmaceutical
science, medical science, dentistry, or veterinary medicine)

(4) Persons who have completed a 3-year program or a program of more than 3 years (Syears for programs
pursuing a medical degree, a dentistry degree, a pharmacy degree, or a veterinary degree) (*2) and have
been awarded a degree by an overseas university or school (*1) which is recognized as being equivalent
to a bachelor’s degree or who are expected to complete such a program before being enrolled at the
graduate school (the 2016 ordinance of the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology, No.19).

*1 The university or the school shall be evaluated by an organization approved by a relevant official
institution in the country for their education and research activities or recognized as so by the
Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.

*2 The program shall include a correspondence course which enables students to study in Japan by a
university or school which is approved by the educational system of the country and satisfy the above
requirements.

(5) Persons who have completed, while situated in Japan, 18 years of program education offered by a school
abroad (with a degree in pharmaceutical science, medical science, dentistry, or veterinary medicine) by
taking correspondence courses offered by the school

(6) Persons who have completed, while situated in Japan, 18 years of program education (with a degree in
pharmaceutical science, medical science, dentistry, or veterinary medicine) offered by a school of a
foreign country that has been recognized as being equivalent to a foreign university by the Minister of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology

(7) Persons in possession of a master’s degree or a professional degree who have been recognized as having

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VI. Points to Note when Taking a Graduate School Entrance Examination

Comply with the following instructions when taking a written examination and undergoing an interview.
- It should be noted that instructions different from the below may be given in the Application Guidelines for the

graduate school or entrance screening method that you have chosen.

1. What to bring on the exam day

(1) Examination Sheet
Download the Examination Sheet from the “Ritsu-Mate”, and print it out.

(2) Writing implements
HB pencil / mechanical pencil / eraser and its case / pencil sharpener (electric or battery operated pencil
sharpeners are prohibited)

(3) Watch
Mobile phones/ smart phones / wearable devices / kitchen timers and stopwatches cannot be used as a
timepiece. Using the stopwatch feature of your watch is not allowed. Also, make sure to disable the alarm of
your watch. Using the alarm in manner (silent) mode is not allowed, either.

(4) Other materials specified by the graduate school

2. Things you can have on your desk during the exam

You are permitted to use the following items during the exam under certain conditions.

(1) Tissues
Pull tissues out of a package and place them on the desk.

(2) Mask / Hat or cap
You must take them off when a test supervisor compares your face with your photograph for identity
verification.

(3) Handkerchief / Hand towel
Place them on the desk. It is better to use a plain handkerchief or hand towel with no letters or maps printed
on it.

(4) Lap blanket / Zabuton (floor cushion)
It is better to use a plain lap blanket or zabuton with no letters or maps printed on it.

(5) Medications / Eye drops
Place them on the desk before the exam starts. When you need to take medications or use eye drops, raise
your hand and let a test supervisor know. You may take/use them under the supervision of the test supervisor.

—Please note that the test supervisor might check above items in order to prevent cheating in the examination.

3. Important notes for the exam

1. Use public transportation to get to the examination venue. Access by car and motorbike is not allowed. Check
the public transportation timetable and make sure that you will arrive at the examination venue well in
advance.

2. Enter the examination room and be seated by the designated time.

3. Bring with you the Examination sheet for the entrance examination and the Graduate School Application
Guidelines.

4. Tardiness
(1) If you are more than 20 minutes late for the examination in the first period, you are not allowed to take the

examination. Any delayed arrival is not permitted for examinations during the second period and after.

(2) In cases of unforeseen circumstances that are beyond human control such as natural disaster or accidents
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involving public transportation, measures including delaying the start of the examination will be taken.
Please contact the administrative office of the relevant graduate school when it is before the starting time
that you have a chance of being late for the examination. However, we will bear no responsibility for any
resulting inconvenience, expenses or other personal loss that you may incur in such an event.

5. Make sure to turn off your mobile phone in the classroom.

6. Eating and drinking is not permitted during the examination. You cannot put a beverage bottle on the desk.
However, you are allowed to stay hydrated depending on the situation.

7. Do not wear any clothes with letters or maps printed. There may be a chance you will be asked to put them on
inside out or take them off if necessary.

8. During the examination
(1) Follow instructions from examination supervisors at the examination venue. You may be asked to leave in

case refusing them.
(2) Leaving the venue during the examination is not allowed except in cases where examinees feel sick.
However any lost time shall not be compensated.

9. The following actions are considered acts of academic dishonesty. If you commit any wrongdoing, you shall
be asked to leave and unavailable to take any further examination. Also, all the results you already have are
deemed invalid. Application fees already paid are not refundable.

(1) Cheating (possession or use of cheat sheet or reference book, glancing at another examinee’s answer

sheet, or gaining answers from others)

(2) Use of substitute test taker

(3) Use of unauthorized items

(4) Starting before the starting time

(5) Continuing after the finish time

(6) Providing benefits to others during the examination

(7) Use of mobile phone or other communication devices during the examination

(8) Conducting acts that could be considered a nuisance to others at the venue

(9) Refusing to follow instructions from the examination supervisors

10. Cautions regarding suspension of attendance due to infectious diseases listed in the School Health Law

If you have any of the diseases registered as infectious disease which requires a suspension of attendance
by the School Health Law such as influenza, tuberculosis or measles, you shall not come to take an
examination while there is a risk of infecting others. Please contact the administrative office of the relevant
graduate school before the starting time of the examination.

the graduate school you are applying for.
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VI. The Announcement of the Entrance Examination Results

At 10:00 a.m. (Japan time) on the day of the announcement of the entrance examination results, a list of
successful Application Numbers will be posted on the “Ritsumeikan University Graduate School Entrance
Examination Website”. Applicants can also check their results by logging into the online application system,

“Ritsu-Mate”. However, this is merely for the convenience of applicants. The official announcement of the

entrance examination is made in a written form and the written notice will be delivered to each applicant by

mail. Therefore, make sure to check your result in the written notice.

- Depending on the type of admission methods and the dates of the entrance examination, the entrance
examination results may not be posted on the “Ritsumeikan University Graduate School Entrance Examination
Website” nor on the “Ritsu-Mate”. For specific information, refer to the “Graduate School Application
Guidelines”.

- Even if you cannot see the list of successful Application Numbers on the “Ritsumeikan University Graduate
School Entrance Examination Website” nor on the “Ritsu-Mate”, it does not justify a delay in completing the
admission procedures by the specified deadline.

- Ritsumeikan University does not provide any support relating to internet connection problems nor browser
usage. Please check the connection on your own beforehand.

Please pay the admission fee and tuition by using the teller window of a financial institution within the
specified period using the payment form sent by the university. (Payment is considered valid if the date
of the stamp affixed by the financial institution to the receipt is the last day of the specified payment
period or earlier.)

Payment after the specified period cannot be accepted under any circumstances.

Tuition and fees once paid cannot be refunded; provided, however, that if you submit a request of

reimbursement following the procedures specified by Ritsumeikan University by March 31, 2021, you

may have the tuition excluding the admission fee but including miscellaneous membership fees,

refunded on a later occasion.

Documents for admission procedures should be sent by mail. They cannot be accepted if brought directly
to an administrative office except some graduate schools.

Send the documents necessary for admission procedures to your graduate school by registered mail
within the specified period. If you send the documents from overseas, you must use a courier service
(DHL, FedEX, etc) or EMS which allows you to trace your mail. (Documents are accepted if postmarked
on or earlier than the last day of the specified period.)

For the address, refer to the list of administrative offices of the graduate schools at page 97.

If your official graduation from the school last attended (or the completion of a program of the school) is
scheduled for after the admission procedure period, you may submit the certificate of graduation/
completion and the transcript of your academic record after the period is over. In this case, follow the

instructions given in the guidelines for the second admission procedures.

5. Status of Residence “Student” and Procedures to Enter Japan

Those acquiring a Japanese Residence Status anew or for the first time, and those already with a Japanese

Residence Status but which will expire by the time of enrollment, must obtain, or renew, a Japanese Status of

Residence at the time of completing admissions procedures.

International Students who are currently living outside of Japan (students who don’t have a Japanese

Residence Card

In principle, individuals without Japanese nationality living outside of Japan who wish to come to Japan

to study at a university must acquire a “Student” visa to enter the country, and then the “Student”
residence status and the physical Residence Card upon arrival, in order to do so.

It should also be noted that in order to apply for scholarships in Japan, international students at
Ritsumeikan University are, in many cases, required to possess a “Student” residence status.

Certificate of Eligibility (COE) and Obtaining a Student Visa

In order to acquire the “Student” residence status and Residence Card, individuals without Japanese
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nationality must show a “Student” visa at the immigration control when entering Japan.
A “Student” visa will be issued at a Japanese embassy or consulate in your country or region of
residence. To apply for a “Student” visa, you will need to submit a “Certificate of Eligibility (COE)”.
The COE can only be issued by the immigration bureau in Japan when your proxy in Japan, such as the
university you intend to enroll in, makes an application on your behalf. Ritsumeikan University will
apply for a COE on behalf of successful applicants from outside Japan only when the university confirms
that a COE is necessary for them and that they meet all of the following requirements.
1) Applicant is currently living outside of Japan and requires a COE to obtain a “Student” visa.
2) Applicant has indicated their intention to enroll in the university by completing payment of the
Admission Fee, Tuition Fee(s), and other required fees by the stipulated deadline.
3) Applicant has submitted all the required documents by the stipulated deadline and can prove that they
have sufficient finances available to cover their period of study.
Once the University has confirmed that a scheduled enrollee meets all of the above criteria, and in particular
the payment of the Admission Fee, Tuition Fee(s), and other required fees, preparations for the issuance of
their COE will commence. It takes 6 weeks or more from the time of confirmation to the issuance of the
COE. Thus, scheduled enrollees should complete payment of admission and tuition fees and submit the

requisite documents to meet the requirements above as soon as possible. If you are unable to receive a
COE by mid-March, you will be unable to enter Japan on a “Student” visa before the start of the semester.

Finally, understand that it is the Immigration Bureau which decides how long the COE application review
will take and ultimately whether or not to issue a COE for you, and that the Immigration Bureau WILL NOT
provide the university with any information on the status of the COE application until the review is fully

complete and the COE is either issued or the application denied.

*If you possess Japanese nationality or you are a non-Japanese living in Japan with a valid residence status

and Residence Card, you do not need to apply for a COE.

(2) Those living in Japan (those already in possession of a Japanese Residence Card) should complete an
extension of their period of stay and/or change of status of residence as necessary, based on their current
residence status’s expiration date and current residence status, on their own. For details, refer to the

information sent to you along with the notification of your admissions review results.

Federation of graduate students associations

Federation of Graduate Students Associations is an autonomous organization joined by all graduate
students of Ritsumeikan University established to help graduate students explore their academic interests
to a fuller extent and to facilitate further development of the university and its graduate schools. The
federation is tasked with working with the university to improve educational and research environments
at the graduate schools and enhancing amenities to make campus life more comfortable for graduate
students. At Ritsumeikan University, the autonomous and independent activities of the federation are
considered important in encouraging personal growth of graduate students and improving campus
environments.

The annual membership fee is 4,000 JPY (for the 2020 academic year), which is used to cover the
expenses of the activities of the federation and the Graduate Students Association of each graduate
school (e.g. expenses to purchase office supplies and materials for common use).

Ritsumeikan University determines whether to collect membership fees on behalf of the federation after
examining the budget and financial report submitted by the federation annually. Also, the actual
arrangements to receive and spend membership fees are made through the university, not directly by the

federation.

Academic societies

Most of the colleges and graduate schools of Ritsumeikan University have their own academic societies.
Each of these academic societies aims to contribute to the development of research in each respective
field and offer grants-in-aid to researchers. Specifically, these academic societies are involved in: (i)

publishing “research journals (bulletin of the academic society), (ii) organizing academic meetings, (iii)
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offering financial assistance for research activities, (iv) hosting academic lectures, (v) conducting
surveys of various kinds and organizing inspection tours, and (vi) organizing seminar meetings.
Members are sent periodical research journals (the bulletin of the academic society) containing research
papers written by Ritsumeikan University’s faculties, selected graduation and master’s theses, book
reviews, and up-to-date information on the academic society itself. Members are also given opportunities
to participate in academic lectures featuring renowned lecturers and seminar meetings, which help to
facilitate study and research at the respective colleges and graduate schools.

Each of the academic societies consists of the faculty, graduate students, and students of each respective
college and graduate school. (Any individual who graduated from or completed the program of any of
the relevant colleges or graduate schools can join its academic society by following the specified
procedures.) The university recognizes the significance of these academic societies and deems students,
by enrolling themselves in one of the colleges and graduate schools that have an academic society,
automatically become members of the academic society in question. The academic society membership
fee is added to tuition fees and is collected by the university on behalf of each academic society. If the
tuition fees for the first academic year paid to the university falls short of the amount of the membership
fee (full or half amount), the student is considered to have opted not to join the academic society. While
students who are not members of the academic societies incur no disadvantage in their study and
research at the university, they are not entitled to participate in events held by the academic societies or

receive supports from them.

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(3) Alumni association

Membership of the Alumni Association of Ritsumeikan University consists of all the individuals who
graduate from and completed programs at the university’s colleges and graduate school, as well as the
university’s faculty and administrative staff members. The association’s objectives are to maintain ties
between alumni and their alma mater, and to contribute to the success of its members, to the
advancement of Ritsumeikan University, and to wider society. To these ends it pursues a number of
projects that foster interaction and goodwill and enrich each other. The association has about 360,000
members, 52 prefectural associations in Japan, and 33 overseas associations, as well as around 600
associations organized by colleges, departments, seminar classes, student groups, occupational
categories, and regions.

The major activities of the Alumni Association include: holding the national Alumni Association
assembly, organizing general meetings of prefectural alumni associations, organizing events to welcome
new members, planning cross-industrial exchange programs, offering scholarships to current students,
publishing and disseminating the Alumni Association’s bulletin, the Ritsumei (four times annually),
managing an official website and Facebook page, implementing relief efforts after the Great East Japan
Earthquake disaster, and supporting Ritsumeikan University sporting teams. Members are also issued a
membership card, which allows them to use libraries and other facilities within the university. The
membership fee of 30,000 Japanese yen is a lifetime fee. On request and on behalf of the association, the
university collects the fee together with tuition fee payments. (Graduates of Ritsumeikan University who

paid the membership fee while enrolled in an undergraduate college are exempt from further payment.)
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XI. Scholarships Available for International Graduate Students

1. Ritsumeikan University SEISEKI-YUSHUSHA (Academic Excellence) Scholarship (For 1st Year of
Enrollment)
This scholarship is intended to encourage students who achieved great results in their entrance examination
to enroll in the first year of a Master’s program or an Integrated Doctoral Program at Ritsumeikan
University. Graduate Schools will select students who passed the entrance examination with outstanding
results as candidates for this scholarship program and inform them of their scholarship eligibility.
The candidates who wish to receive this scholarship will become prospective recipients after completion of
the application procedure stated in the application guideline, and they will become official recipients upon
their enrollment in their graduate schools. This scholarship will be paid at the time of tuition payment to
help reduce the students’ annual tuition. The students will be required to pay the remaining balance of the
tuition.
Those who are government-sponsored international students, receiving financial assistance from other

institutions that are equivalent to the government sponsorship are not eligible for this scholarship.

2. Other scholarships for international graduate students and information about living in Japan
Information on other scholarships for international graduate students is available at the international centers

on Kinugasa, Biwako-Kusatsu and Osaka Ibaraki Campuses.

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XiI. Past Entrance Examinations

at the Kinugasa and Biwako-Kusatsu campuses, MANABI Station at Osaka Ibaraki campus, Ritsumeikan plaza
in Nagoya, Ritsumeikan Tokyo Campus, Ritsumeikan Osaka Umeda Campus and in the administrative offices
of the respective graduate schools. These examinations cannot be copied or taken out of the offices. In addition,
in certain cases, the examinations may not be disclosed in their entirety due to copyright restrictions.

At the administrative office of each graduate school, the examinations of that particular graduate school only are
available.

Xli. Handling of the Personal Information of Applicants

Ritsumeikan University (hereinafter referred to as “the University”) handles the personal information submitted

by applicants for admission in the following manner.

(1) Purposes of use
The University will use the personal information for the following purposes only.
(i) To carry out entrance examinations (including the handling of application forms) and screening;
(i1) To notify and announce the results of entrance examinations;
(iii) To send documents for admission procedures to successful applicants;
(iv) To send information to help students prepare for campus life (e.g., information on housing,
casualty insurance, co-ops, etc.); and
(v) To send questionnaires of various kinds after entrance examinations.
(2) Management of personal information
The University will manage the personal information of applicants safely and in a manner that will
prevent leaks, loss, and destruction in compliance with all applicable laws and regulations.
(3) Outsourcing services associated with the provision of personal data
The University may outsource certain work that includes the handling of personal data to a third-party
entity having executed an agreement on the proper handling of personal information.
(4) Statistical data on entrance examinations
The University may compile and edit the personal information submitted by applicants as statistical data
of various types, and may use the data for survey/research to plan for future entrance examinations as
well as disclose such data to prospective applicants. Statistical data to be disclosed contains no

personally identifiable information.

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The Ritsumeikan Trust Personal Information Protection Basic Policy
This is a translation of the regulation. (The Japanese regulation shall be the original.)

The Ritsumeikan Trust (hereinafter called “the Trust”) will establish independent rules and systems to comply
with relevant laws and regulations and other standards regarding the protection of personal information on the
students of the Trust used by the Trust in education and research, and set forth as follows, and implement and
maintain, the Personal Information Protection Basic Policy. The matters regarding the handling of personal

information for the purpose of academic research will be provided for separately.

To implement this Basic Policy, the Trust will set forth and make public the Ritsumeikan Trust Personal
Information Protection Regulations, and familiarize the faculty and staff, etc. (such as officers, teachers, staff

members, part-timers, and temporary workers) of the Trust and any persons involved therewith with them.

The Trust will take appropriate information security measures to prevent any loss, destruction, falsification, and

leak, etc. of personal information including countermeasures against unauthorized access and computer viruses.
The Trust will obtain personal information by lawful and fair means, without using illegal means.

The Trust will also obtain the approval from the subject person of the relevant personal information of the

purpose of use, etc. or announce necessary matters on the Trust website.

In case of obtaining personal information indirectly, the Trust will confirm whether the provider has acquired
the relevant personal information properly from the subject person, and announce on the Trust website the

purpose of use of the personal information and other necessary matters.

The Trust will confirm that the subject person possesses the rights to disclose, correct, suspend, or delete, etc.

his or her own personal information, and will respect and respond to such requests from the subject person.

In case of using personal information jointly with a third party or entrusting a third party with personal
information to delegate any service, the Trust will investigate such third party and take legally required

measures including making a necessary agreement.

The Trust will handle strictly not only personal information on the students enrolled in a school stablished by
the Trust at present or in the past, but also personal information provided by the subject person for the purpose

of becoming a student of a school established by the Trust.

The Trust will establish the following principles for obtaining and handling of specific personal information:

- Will use personal information within the scope of the purpose of use at acquisition, exclusively by persons
authorized according to the specific business, to the extent required for the performance of such business;

- Will not provide any personal information for a third party, in principle;

- Will not use for unintended purposes, take out from the normal location of use, or transmit externally, or
otherwise leak, any personal information;

- Will prohibit persons working for the Trust from letting a third party know with no good reason the content of
personal information obtained in the course of business, or using the same for an unjustifiable purpose. This
will continuously apply to persons who have left the post pertaining to the relevant business;

- Will not obtain, use, or provide personal information containing the following contents:

Matters regarding thought, faith, or religion; and

Matters which may cause social discrimination.
