1. Benefits

Submitted videos will be judged by the committee, and the best videos will be awarded in an online ceremony at the
12th Ritsumeikan Global Environment Committee Symposium (scheduled to be held online from late November to early
December). We also plan to broadcast the selected videos on platforms including Ritsumeikan's official social media sites.

2. Application Eligibility
Applicants should be a student (i.e., college student, school-age student or young child) enrolled at a Ritsumeikan
Academy institution.
» Group applications are allowed. Multiple applications are allowed (however, only one award will be granted).
Applicants who applied in the past can apply regardless of whether or not they won an award. .

4. Application Details
Please submit (1) a video that encourages environmentally friendly behavior (of 15 to 60 seconds) and

(2) a written personal statement of up to 400 characters.

5. Screening Method and Criteria
1.) Screening Method
(1) Primary screening: The administrative office will conduct primary screening based on the submitted video and your
written personal statement. If it is deemed necessary during the screening process, we may contact you by phone or
email regarding the application details. The results of the examination will be sent to the email address entered in
the application form by Friday, October 16.
(2) Final Screening: Final screening will be conducted by the Screening Committee in late October.
The results of the screening will be announced in early November.

2.) Screening Criteria
The following points will be considered and a comprehensive judgment will be made.

+ The content that you tried to convey in the video is clear and in line with the theme.
+ The content is concrete, and feasibility and continuity can be expected.
* The idea is highly appealing to members of Ritsumeikan.

+ The idea is student-like and unique, etc.

6. Points to Note
* The materials, video and data you submitted will not be returned.

+ Personal information will be used only for contest screening, notification of screening results, and
other communications.

+ Applications may be in Japanese or English. However, please design it in a way that the contents can be conveyed
in both English and Japanese (e.g., using subtitles etc.).

+ Do not violate public orders and morals.

* Do not violate the rights of third parties (i.e., the video must be created by the applicants themselves).
