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Shaken in the sequential crises of global
capitalism especially from the subprime
mortgage crisis to the on-going European
sovereign crisis, skepticism against the
globalism is widespread. Frustration
among youth is ubiquitous and anti-
globalism movement like OWS (Occupy
Wall Street) is globally being replicated.
This anti-globalist drive is actualized as
social movement in quite a various forms
depending on their contexts and agencies.
Their historical lineages are also very much
confused and confusing.

Prof. Kazuo Ogura, the former president
of Japan Foundation and the author of
roo—/\UX LD (Revolt against
Globalism), once analyzed the new wave
of anti-globalist social movements in the
cultural framework of various regions of
the world.
