Final screening: Applicants who pass the preliminary screening will be contacted
separately regarding details.
After the preliminary screening, we will ask selected applicants to create
and submit a presentation video, and we will screen applications based
on the content of submitted documents and presentation videos.

@ Screening Criteria
The following points will be considered and a comprehensive judgment will be made.
- The idea is student-like and unique.
- The idea is highly appealing to members of the Ritsumeikan Academy.
- The message is clear and in line with the theme.
- The content is concrete, feasible and sustainable over time.
