Summary of Thesis Contents in the Graduate School of Life Sciences
If the University acknowledges that a student cannot post his/her doctoral dissertation on the internet due to unavoidable reasons such as copyright protection or personal information protection, the student is allowed to post a summary of the doctoral dissertation instead of its full text on the internet. To post a summary of the doctoral dissertation, the student must simultaneously submit the "Application for posting summary of doctoral dissertation on the website of R-Cube" and "Summary of Doctoral Dissertation" together with application documents for thesis review.
