With its international airport, Bordeaux is 
connected to the rest of the world through 5 of the biggest 
European hubs: 
• Paris Charles de Gaulle, 6 flights per day, 820 
connections
• Amsterdam, 3 flights per day, 350 connections
• London, 3 flights or more per day, 150 connections
• Madrid and Lisbon (2 flights per day each): connections 
towards South-America
• Rome Fiumicino : 1 flight or more per day, 250 
connections

Bordeaux-Mérignac international airport is 12 km from 
the city centre and 15 km from the convention centre. 
There are regular transfers between the airport and the city:

Taxi: 20 minutes
