Q2. What should I be careful of when planning my events?
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When planning any event, you should thoroughly consider whether you will
realistically be able to organize it in terms of destination, location, number of
participants, planned activities and budget management, and whether you will

realistically be able to run the event itself smoothly.
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There’s no need to plan specific countermeasures for infectious disease (Covid 19,
influenza, etc.) nor are there any limitations in regards to the same, however, please
do ask participants to follow common-sense hygiene such as washing their hands.
Further, if planning an event involving food and/or drink, consider how to avoid any

potential food poisoning and include that within the application.
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If applying as a group, disperse responsibilities for tasks among the planning
team/event operations team so that a large burden of responsibility doesn’t fall on
one individual or a small handful of students. Additionally, select someone as the
representative who can plan and see the project to fruition, as well as stay
integrally involved up through the final post-project balancing of accounts and

project report submission.
