Born in Kuala Lumpur,
Malaysia, Kah-Wai Lim
graduated from Osaka
University majoring in
Electrical Engineering
in 1998. Lim studied film
in Beijing Film Academy
in China after 6 years of Network Engineer in Tokyo.
His directorial debut After All These Years was shot
in China in 2010. Afterwards, he made Magic and
Loss (2010), New World (Shinsekai Story) (2011),
Fly Me to Minami (2013), Love in late autumn (2016)
in Japan, Hong Kong, China and Korea. By traveling
around the world with one backpack, a flmmaker
Kah-Wai Lim calls himself a “cinema drifter” and
produces films. No Where, Now Here (2018) is Lim’s
first directed film in the Balkans. Except the two film
crew members, No Where, Now Here was all
produced locally including the script and the local
residents became all the casts on the film.
