Consolidation of Research Grant Systems for Doctoral Students

Graduate Student Career Path Support Center

The Graduate Student Career Path Support Center has decided to consolidate the current
systems and establish the Research Grant for Doctoral Students in AY 2023 to further
promote the research activities of graduate students themselves, with the aim of providing
wide and flexible support to the diverse research themes and research activities of each. The
eligibility is to be doctoral students who are officially enrolled in either a Doctoral Program,
Year 3 or above of an Integrated Doctoral Program, or 4-Year Doctoral Program.

Accordingly, the following current systems will be abolished at the end of March, 2022. All
activities supported under the current system will be subject to the new system. An outline of

the new system will be announced in late February 2023.
