Individual Preliminary Screening (Only if applicable)

Ritsumeikan University offers individual preliminary screenings for prospective adult learners, etc. with the academic capacity
and motivation to study at the graduate level, but whose academic credentials do not meet the minimum application
requirements. Those who wish to apply for enrollment into a Master’s Program who have been determined through the
preliminary screening to have academic ability equal to or greater than that of a university graduate will be allowed to apply
for the admission screening.
