Give
your essay a title. Use full sentences and paragraphs, and respond to the questions
directly. You have 60 minutes to complete this essay.

Your essay should be between 300-500 words. Please stay within the word limit.

Please do notinclude a discussion of your personal life. It is not necessary to properly
complete this exam.

Alfred hopes that boxing will give him a new life outside of the
gangs and crime that have ruined the life of his best friend, James...
