All of this reflection and establishment of place identity was framed within a geographical imagination of London as a world city. 

But ethnic and cultural mixity is only one aspect of its being a world city, only one aspect of the city’s relationship with the 

world. For one thing, it focuses on the internal, on people arriving (the world coming to it). And this is indeed one side of ‘a global 

sense of place’ (Massey, 1991). But world cities, as indeed all places, also have lines that run out from them: trade routes, 

investments, political and cultural influences, the outward connections of the internal multiplicity itself; power relations of all sorts 

that run around the globe and that link the fate of other places to what is done in London. This is the other geography, the external 

geography if you like, of a global sense of place. For each place this geography, this tentacular stretching of power relations, will be 

particular. For London, precisely as a world city, this is significant, not just for the metropolis itself (it could not survive for a day 

without the rest of the world) but also because of the effects it has even in the remotest corner of the globe.

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City maps are supposed to help people get where they want to go, but because the map-makers ignore so many differences among 

cities, their maps are often much less useful than they ought to be. ‘One size fits all’ is not a good policy for city maps. 

Maps of San Francisco, for example, show the neat grid of straight-aways crisscrossing the city as laid out by the original city 

fathers who paid no attention to natural X . This can bring some big surprises for pedestrians trusting their map – 

climbs the likes of which are more common to an Andes trek than, say, a visit to the podiatrist. For the frail, trusting the map could 

be fatal, even without a famously windy San Francisco day; for the able-bodied it can mean being tardy or arriving in a scum of 

sweat. While wilderness hikers know their maps must show X  to be of any use, city maps are silent on the issue. 

Even for those in cars, maps have their flaws. Sydney maps aren’t very good about telling you that certain roads are actually 

flyovers, making it more than a leap of faith to turn off them. Sydney maps also use small circles to indicate traffic-lights, and not 

roundabouts as they would in countries where drains flow (properly) counterclockwise. 
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A common saying about passports is that they are “the books that contain the best stories.” For some, this saying evokes tales of

worldly explorations and adventures of privileged travelers, tourists, entrepreneurs, retirees, exchange students, and others from the 

wealthier pockets of the so-called developed world. Yet, in this age of global migration and mobility on an unprecedented scale, 

it is hard not to also think about the stories revealed by the passports (or lack of passports) of less privileged people who often appear 

in the news and are the topic of scholarly studies, such as refugees who seek to escape countries ravaged by war, violence, and 

environmental and natural disasters, or temporary migrant workers who seek opportunities to earn better wages abroad than are 

possible at home.  
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
