The title WAN wan ONE combines the Japanese wan (bowl) with the English “one,” expressing
both pottery and the uniqueness of each piece. Founded to share Kyo-yaki and Kiyomizu-
yaki with a wider audience, the event is rooted in their birthplace, where generations of
masters—from Ninsei and Kenzan to Mokubei and Eiraku—shaped Kyoto's ceramic culture.
Today, over 100 artists take part in the main exhibition. In addition, tea ceremonies, seminars

and hands-on workshops are also held during the event period—celebrating tradition while
welcoming new ideas for the future.
