Although it touches on the historical social structure of Japan, the pre-war
period is not the target of study. This course covers the period from reconstruction to the rapid economic growth of the 1960s and the subsequent recession and
period of low economic growth to the present. The aim of the course is to investigate the story of the completion and collapse of “Japan’s middle class society”
and to understand the formation and shaking of the “conservative one-party rule system” by the Liberal Democratic Party that Japan followed in the same periods
in two contexts, the context of economic and social change

and the context of the transformation of the political system.

Through taking this course, students are expected to learn the following:

-To be able to explain the basic structure of post-war Japanese politics and society.

-To be able to basically explain the political and social changes in post-war Japan.

-To be able to identify and basically explain the main political and social issues in post-war Japan.

1. Explain exemplary phenomena of Japanese popular culture in conjunction with the social and cultural environment;

2. Discuss the role and impact of Japanese popular culture on the formation of Japanese identity and cultural acceptance from a global perspective;

3. Analyze their everyday culture using the concepts they have learned in this course.
