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As China expands its global influence, it simultaneously grapples with economic slowdowns and tightens its
governance system at home. These global and domestic trends reinforce each other, sharping business
environments, foreign and security policies of the Global South, and the political, economic, and cultural
landscapes of many countries.

Traditionally, China Studies examined international relations and domestic affairs as separate domains.
Today’s complex global environment, however, demands a different approach, one that integrates both. How
do China’s domestic policies shape its external behavior? How do China’s overseas activities feed back into
domestic policies? Understanding these connections and circulations matters for everyone from policymakers
and diplomats to business leaders and cultural practitioners.

Global China Studies offers a practical framework for addressing these questions. It examines how
diverse actors interact and compete for influence: Chinese government agencies and companies, host
governments and communities, international organizations, and civil society groups. Who holds power and
why? How do political, economic, and cultural institutions and norms enable or constrain them? What drives
cooperation or conflict? What new regional orders emerge from these interaction and competition? Answering
these questions provides valuable insights for policymakers, practitioners, and researchers alike.

This symposium explores these interactions and power competition from two vantage points. First,
looking from inside China, we examine how domestic policies and economic structures drive the country’s
external behavior. Second, looking from outside China, we focus on Southeast Asia as a key example, analyzing
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through concrete cases how Chinese influence plays out and how local governments, businesses, and civil
society respond. We cover the full spectrum of engagement: development aid, investment, diplomatic relations,
and security cooperation.

We also discuss what distinctive contributions Japanese scholarship can make to Global China Studies
as an academic field. Japan occupies a unique position, bridging the Western principles of democracy and
market economy with Asian relationship-centered approaches. What new perspectives or analytical
framework can these characteristics bring to Global China Studies? This symposium focuses on advancing
Global China Studies as an academic endeavor and explores the potential for intellectual contribution from
Japan.

The escalation of U.S.-China economic tensions, the rise of protectionism, and the economic slowdown caused by the spread
of COVID-19, followed by the deterioration of the global situation, have called into question the nature of economic
cooperation and global value chains (GVCs), intensifying discussions on their restructuring and on economic security. At
the same time, China’s external economic strategies, including the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) and the Dual Circulation
strategy, have absorbed the strong development demands of developing countries and, together with its vast domestic
market, have played a role in driving the global economy. However, China itself is experiencing a slowdown in economic
growth, creating a need to expand domestic demand and to implement more effective external economic strategies. This
presentation reviews the trajectory of globalization and the economic development of China as well as East Asia and
examines their relationship with dual circulation and the BRI. It also provides prospects for regional economic cooperation
in the post-COVID era under conditions of U.S.-China economic tensions.

Against the backdrop of intensified political repression in China and rising geopolitical tensions, the constraints faced by
China scholars in conducting and disseminating research have become increasingly severe in recent years. While existing
studies have primarily focused on Western contexts, the experiences of China scholars in Asia have not been sufficiently
examined. This presentation introduces the results of the first large-scale and systematic survey conducted in March 2025,
targeting 362 China scholars in Japan. The findings reveal that 27.1% of respondents have experienced some form of
obstacle in conducting research, 21.8% have encountered censorship, and 43.2% take political sensitivity into account
when supervising graduate students. Moreover, significant variations can be observed across disciplines. Scholars in
fields that rely on fieldwork or engagement with contemporary politics report stronger experiences of political pressure,
whereas those in literature, ideology and philosophy, experience comparatively limited forms of repression. While these
patterns suggest a form of "Sinological resilience,” the widespread presence of self-censorship in thesis supervision also
indicates potential constraints on the reproduction of knowledge related to China.

How do people in China’s investment site perceive the implications of Chinese investment for their socio-economic
conditions, environment, and governance structure? Previous research on Chinese overseas investment has predominantly
focused on national-level policy implications, macro-economic impacts, or perspectives from political and business elites.
The voices and experiences of local communities directly affected by these investments have received comparatively little
attention. This article draws upon a large-scale survey with residents of China’s investment sites in Morowali Regency and
examines local perceptions across economic, environmental, and governance dimensions. This paper finds that the local
experience does not fall into a clear black-and-white picture: respondents reported increased household income but
environmental deterioration, while community participation in investment decision-making remains limited. By directly
engaging with local communities’ experiences and perceptions, this paper moves beyond polarized positions to reveal a
more complex reality.

Japan’s occupies a distinct place in the international development architecture due to its ‘liminal’ position as a Western-
friendly country with non-Western background between the Global North and the Global South. Japan’s postwar and post-
Cold War history of development cooperation represents a ‘learning curve’, as its approaches evolved from straightforward
state-to-state cooperation to more nuanced ones that take into account the role of vulnerable populations more attentively.
In several instances, representing problematic cases in Southeast Asian countries, such as Malaysia and Indonesia, Japanese
actors, both public and private, have learned ‘the hard way’ -- that is, via initially contested and controversial interaction
with local vulnerable groups towards eventually an approach more considerate of the needs of these groups in partner
states. This paper will focus on several case studies of Japanese investment and development cooperation in Southeast
Asian states, illustrating that experience of Japan’s learning with regards to addressing the human development issues of
vulnerable groups. It will then consider the implications for China’s contemporary situation, including both similarities and
differences.

China has become one of the largest countries for development finance and foreign direct investment in Indonesia. This
study examines the impact of Chinese investment in Rempang Island, under the Proyek Strategis Nasional (National
Strategic Projects) banner, called Rempang Eco-City Project. The Project faced resistance from Rempang people, as they
were forcibly evicted and asked to be relocated. Drawing on qualitative research, mainly through observations and in-depth
semi-structured interviews, this study investigates the extent to which the Rempang Eco-City Project have impact on the
local community and how they respond to the Chinese-backed investment. The findings identify several negative economic,
social, and environmental consequences that have affected or will affect the indigenous population, especially the Malays
as the majority group. As such, the Malay identity was defended, reinterpreted, and negotiated, such as through a strong
attachment to kampung (village), the inclusion of other ethnic groups as the Malays, and the exclusion of the Malays as
outsiders. Thus, the meaning of ‘eco’ and ‘strategic’ of the investment was questioned and contested.

The
study analyzes the strategies through which local actors engage with, accommodate, or contest external economic actors,
and how these interactions shape project implementation on the ground. It further considers how such localized responses
inform broader patterns of China’s engagement in Malaysia, highlighting the role of local agency in influencing development
outcomes.

This presentation focuses on the methodology used in two on-going research project comparing China’s technology transfer
activities in Thailand and Mongolia. Given the changing geopolitical uncertainty and market competition, the project seeks
to timely analyze the technological transfer activities embedded in the international development cooperation between
China, and two host countries, Thailand and Mongolia. Bringing together theories of China’s state capitalism and
technological learning, the project traces China’s different patterns of technology transfer activities and the host country’s
technology learning trajectory in a few selected industrial sectors, such as railway technology, mechanical and construction
engineering, as well as e-commerce. Combining process tracing, in-depth interviews, and fieldwork, the project proposes
to answer three questions: 1) What are the imperatives of China’s technology transfer activities? 2) How have these
activities manifested as technology learning activities in Thailand and Mongolia? 3) What are the implications of such
international development cooperation?

This presentation introduces a mixed-method approach for studying China’s global engagement based on fieldwork data
by combining machine learning with qualitative analysis. The primary data consists of survey responses and interview
transcripts collected across multiple sites. We demonstrate semantic topic modeling (BERTopic) and association rule
mining (apriori) to identify recurring themes, classify sentiment, and map co-occurrence within these datasets. BERTopic
is used to generate an interpretable thematic classification of survey and interview entries, offering a structured overview
of prevalent narratives. Apriori can be applied to generate statistically grounded association rules from these classified
data, supporting hypothesis generation and cautious causal interpretation. These methods can be used to examine rule-
based relationships in the context of broader thematic patterns. The resulting output would then be qualitatively assessed,
allowing researchers to contextualize findings as well as interpret meaning and plausible mechanisms. By integrating
computational pattern detection with qualitative assessment, this approach seeks to support comparative analyses in this
research field.

Recent advances in data availability and artificial intelligence have transformed empirical research on contemporary China.
Beyond conventional statistics and surveys, scholars increasingly rely on alternative data sources. Furthermore, large
language models (LLMs) now play a central role in processing these high-frequency, high-dimensional data. This talk
examines how hybrid data approaches, combining traditional data, alternative data, and Al tools, have been applied to core
questions in the political economy of China. At the same time, the talk highlights critical limitations of LLM-based research,
including model- and language-specific biases, prompt dependence, reproducibility challenges, and politically embedded
constraints in Chinese-origin models and their derivatives. I argue that Al should be treated as an analytical aid rather than
a substitute for theory, contextual knowledge, and critical scholarly judgment, and discuss the implications for the future
of China studies.

When changes in another country’s security policy conflict with national interests, states often lodge diplomatic protests.
Prior research suggests that protests from neighboring states or political rivals can trigger a rally effect, boosting public
support for leaders and hardline security policies, whereas protests from quasi-allies do not. This study asks when
diplomatic protests fail to induce a rally effect and instead contribute to de-escalation. We argue that higher public exposure
to political information dampens emotional reactions, making rally effects less likely. Electoral campaigns increase such
exposure through debates between incumbent and opposition parties. To test this claim, we conducted online survey
experiments during recent election campaigns in Japan, South Korea, and Taiwan. The results show that in South Korea and
Taiwan, protests from rivals and quasi-allies did not generate rally effects; instead, they reduced support for leaders and
security policies and weakened hawkish preferences. In contrast, in Japan, where security issues were less salient during
the campaign, diplomatic protests continued to induce a rally effect.
