Cultural studies (CS) has become a very popular area of study and research in the past few decades. CS is the study of culture/cultures
using ‘interdisciplinary’ methods which means to use diverse methods and ideas borrowed from such disciplines as sociology, anthropology,
psychology, history, literary criticism, media studies, linguistics, philosophy, etc. It is also related to intellectual movements, such as Marxism,
feminism and the studies of colonialism, postcolonialism, modernity, postmodernity, and so on.

This course explores the issues of ‘culture, identity and representation’ which are central to sociological debates and discussions. The
course also looks at how culture works in the present day, how culture is represented, produced (and reproduced) and consumed. Students
will learn the role of culture in social life/practices and how identity develops in a social context.

Emphasis will also be placed on skill development in English, use of the Internet for research, project development, and production of short
oral and written tasks linked to cultural studies.

Cultural studies (CS) has become a very popular area of study and research in the past few decades. CS is the study of culture/cultures
using ‘interdisciplinary’ methods which means to use diverse methods and ideas borrowed from such disciplines as sociology, anthropology,
psychology, history, literary criticism, media studies, linguistics, philosophy, etc. It is also related to intellectual movements, such as Marxism,
feminism and the studies of colonialism, postcolonialism, modernity, postmodernity, and so on.
